Two 
short horn blasts indicate it is safe 
to return to the course. While the 
golf shop will endeavor to warn you 
of lightning, ClubLink is not held 
responsible for removing Members 
and Guests from the course.

•	Out of Bounds - Defined by White Stakes and/or 

Boundary Fences
•	Out of Play - Driving Range - Drop ball within 2 club 

lengths from point of entry. One stroke penalty. No 
relief from fence. 
- Free lift from gardens, staked trees under six feet tall

•	Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions; refer to 
RCGA Rule 24-1

•	Fairway Bunkers on the right side of Hole #15 & 
Hole #17 on the Old Course are considered Waste 
Areas

Please replace your divots. If that is not possible, fill 
your divot with the sand/seed mixture provided. Rake 
tracks in bunkers. Carts must remain on the path on 
all par 3s and on paths by all tees and greens. Repair 
ball marks on greens. Proper dress code is in effect.

TIPS FOR MAINTAINING PROPER PACE
Encourage your group to play “ready golf”: 
Know when it is your turn to play and be ready 
to hit your shot as soon as it is safe to do so.  
Always maintain your position relative to the 
group in front. Under normal circumstances, 
you should never be more than half a hole 
behind that group. A Play Coordinator 
will assist you if you are having difficulty 
maintaining your position on the course.
